We are pleased to announce that a rare Borman viola has become available after being on loan to
the Doublestop Foundation for the last 3 years.

There are only a few Borman violas in existence and with Terry’s retirement no others will be made.
This viola has a beautiful, warm, round tone that projects well in the largest of halls but when need-
ed can cut through the fullest orchestration. The instrument’s acoustic qualities and tonal palette
allow it to be successful in all situations; i.e. orchestral, chamber, and soloist.

Commissioned in 1987 and completed in 1988 it’s a newer instrument that captures the sound and
quality of older, more expensive instruments.

From Terry: “Prior to leaving my shop this second time
I have ensured the instrument is in virtually new con-
dition i.e. sound post, bridge, strings, varnish, bassbar,
fingerboard, pegs, etc. have all been reviewed and
brought to “like new” function. The only aspect of this
instrument that is not “like new” is that it has been well
played in for the past 29 years”
